GRANT APPLICATION GUIDELINES
Application Submission Guidelines:

1. Applications must be submitted to the Monitors Foundation Board by November 2008.
2. Applications must be submitted by a Monitors Club member or it must be sponsored by a Monitors Club member.

3. Request must meet Monitors Foundation’s fundable projects/events/group guidelines and must be within its fundable range, not to exceed its maximum award limit.

General Grant Criteria:

In accord with our mission, the Monitors Foundation seeks to benefit Twin Cities African American youth by providing support for organizations, programs, or services, which promote education, development of leadership skills and social services, which support African American youth and or their families

Other criteria:

The Monitors Foundation Board may establish additional criteria to aid in evaluating competed applications.  These criteria may include the following:
1. Organizations must certify its not-for-profit status (Include a copy of your current IRS determination letter ---or your fiscal agent’s---indicating tax-exempt 501 (c) (3) status).

2. The award should impact the community in two ways:  
a) relative to the funds available for disbursement by the foundation and, 
b) relative to the funds available to the organization/program.

3. The award should support ongoing programs, projects, or operations rather than capital campaigns or funding of endowments or foundations.

4. Examples of other possible considerations are:

a) How many youth receive a direct or indirect benefit? 

b) What percent of the applicant’s budget does this award represent?

c) Would the program be dependent on our funding? (This possibility will be discouraged.)

d) Will this award help to enlighten the broader community to an issue or opportunity relative to African American youth?

Application Process Procedures:

Awards will be made once each fiscal year based on the following timeline:
November 2008, 11:50 PM CST is the deadline for submission for all application components.

Application Evaluation Process

1st week April:  initial screening by Monitors Foundation Award Evaluation (Pre-secondary Support/Scholarship) Subcommittee to:

· determine completeness and eligibility of each application

· disseminate copies to each subcommittee member for review

3rd week April:--Subcommittee meets to:

· discuss, evaluate, select finalists

· finalists and their sponsors will be invited to interview with full Foundation Board the 4th week of April

1st week May: --full Foundation Board meets to:

· interview finalists or their sponsor

· select scholarship winner(s)

2nd week May: All applicants notified of status

Announcement of the awards will be made once each year at the Monitors Annual Christmas Party.
