Application Submission Guidelines:

1. The Monitors Foundation Scholarship application, guidelines, and submission procedures (Gwen and Beckwith Horton Scholarship Award) are available online and from the Foundation office as of November 2008.  

2. Applicants must submit application to the Monitors Foundation Board by 11:50 PM on April, 2008.

3. Only applications submitted via the Monitors Foundation Fund website or via a Monitors Club member will be eligible for consideration.

4. Applicants are required to register with the American College Testing Program (ACT).  A minimum ACT composite score of 19 or above is desirable.

5. Request must meet Monitors Foundation’s fundable projects/events/group guidelines and must be within its fundable range, not to exceed its maximum award limit.

Monitors Club Foundation Scholarship Eligibility Requirements

(students must meet all of the criteria listed below)
1. U. S. Citizenship

2. African American Student; African American males are given priority 
3. High School Senior admitted and enrolling in an accredited institution in the Fall of 2006.

4. ACT composite score of 19 or above and 2.5 GPA and above.
5. Leadership Potential exhibited during high school, such as participation on student council, volunteer and community service.
6. Two letters of recommendations

7. Financial need will be considered in awarding scholarships
8. personal interview with Monitors Club screening committee

The Monitors Club Foundation is a public, not-for-profit organization that awards [a ] one-year college scholarship to academically gifted African American students with  academic and leadership potential, but experiencing financial need, to enable them to attend the college of their choice.

1st week April:  initial screening by Monitors Foundation Award Evaluation (Pre-secondary Support/Scholarship) Subcommittee to:

· determine completeness and eligibility of each application

· disseminate copies to each subcommittee member for review

3rd week April:--Subcommittee meets to:

· discuss, evaluate, select finalists

· finalists and their sponsors will be invited to interview with full Foundation Board the 4th week of April
1st week May: --full Foundation Board meets to:

· interview finalists or their sponsor

· select scholarship winner(s)
2nd week May: All applicants notified of status
Announcement of scholarship and other awards will be made once each year at the Monitors Annual Christmas Party.
